Friday, September 4th through Monday, September 7th, 2009 

 
Our annual weekend at Bishop’s Ranch promises to be as rewarding and rejuvenating as previous year’s trips. 
Parishioners, friends and family members are invited to recharge their bodies and minds and enrich their souls 
during this weekend of fun and fellowship!  
 
Bishop’s Ranch is situated on a sunny knoll among the forests, farms and vineyards of Sonoma County, about 
five miles west of Healdsburg (two hours north of San Carlos). The Episcopal Diocese of California has owned 
this gathering place since 1947.  The original two-story Spanish-style home (The Ranch House) was built in 
1930 and still has the charm of bygone days, including a huge fireplace and grand piano in the living room and 
vines rambling up to the balconies above. Green lawns, peaceful gardens, a beautiful chapel, a playground, tree 
house, and swimming pool, and caring staff make Bishop’s Ranch a special place of renewal.  
 
The retreat is scheduled from Saturday morning to Monday afternoon Labor Day Weekend. You may arrive 
either Friday evening or by Saturday lunch-time. There will be a wide range of activities to suit all tastes 
(families and singles, adults, kids, and teens, alike). The diversity of ages and interests is what enriches the 
experience for all who attend. Time for quiet reflection, worship, community building and fellowship are a big 
part of the experience. There is also ample time for other activities, like swimming, singing and story-telling, 
volleyball, campfires, nature walks, visiting the tree house and wine tasting – just to name a few. If you have a 
consuming passion for great food, you won’t be disappointed with the delicious home-cooked meals featuring 
fresh herbs and vegetables grown in the Ranch’s garden. 
 
The comfortable accommodations offered at Bishop’s Ranch include:  

 
• St. Stephen’s Youth Village – Arranged in a semi-circle below an expanse of lawn, gardens, and grape 

arbors, close to the pool, are charming cottages that sleep a total of 35 people. Each cabin sleeps up to 7 
(perfect for families with infants and small children). 

• Webb Lodge – An Adult only facility. There are limited rooms available in this peaceful lodge.  
• Kay Qvale Ranch House – A group house with shared living room and dining room area, appropriate for 

families.  
• Camping – Available on a limited (first sign-up, first serve) basis. 
 

To reserve your place, complete the Bishop’s Ranch Reservation Form and send it, with your payment, to the 
Epiphany Church Office, Attn: Bishop’s Ranch. Please be sure to indicate “Bishop’s Ranch” on your check 
notes field. You will receive an information email with all details, room assignment, and more information 
about scheduled activities several weeks before the event.
